Safety is paramount
Thanks to years of experience and a flawless application of the sanitary protocol, the organisation guarantees a professional and safe trade fair. The most important measures taken for InterSolution 2021:
· 1.5 metre distance between visitors
InterSolution is providing sufficient space on the trade fair floor and setting up a marked-out walking route with separate entrance and exit. All visitors and exhibitors present will be registered and counted, which means the number of people will always be appropriate.
· Extra hygiene
Important contact points will be regularly disinfected. The organisation cleans more often and offers central disinfection points. On top of that, the hall is well ventilated.
What’s more, the general guidelines will also apply at InterSolution, such as wearing a face mask, no shaking hands, maintaining a distance, regular hand washing, no cash payments at the food bar and staying at home if you have a fever or other symptoms.
Solar energy in times of corona
Despite these challenging times, the solar energy sector in the Benelux is doing relatively well. And precisely as a result of the impact of the health crisis, the realisation is beginning to dawn that solar energy can make a significant contribution to a more sustainable world post-corona.
The number of large-scale solar roofs and solar farms continues to increase in Flanders and the Netherlands. This rise is accompanied by the growing need for professional maintenance and monitoring companies. New markets are also emerging for assembly system manufacturers: from integrated systems to those installed on the roof, from ground-based to floating and from static to solar tracking. Manufacturers of converters are increasingly adding new functions and are making converters the linchpin in energy management for homes and other buildings. In addition to solar power, solar heat also has an increasing potential for sustainability in Belgium and the Netherlands. This is why developing and sharing knowledge is extremely important.
In short, once again InterSolution 2021 brings a comprehensive overview of innovation in batteries, wiring, fixation systems, control engineering, monitoring, assembly, converters, production equipment, PV modules, regulators, software, trackers, heat pumps, solar boilers, solar cells, solar collectors, solar panels, etc.
Anniversary edition
The tenth edition of the trade fair will take place in 2021. As early as 2008, even before the Flemish solar panels market was to rise to record heights, trade fair organiser Delphine Martens took the initiative to set up the very first solar energy trade fair in the Benelux. The solar energy market has since matured and InterSolution has evolved to become the number-one networking and trade fair for solar energy in the Benelux.
InterSolution has become an essential event for anyone involved professionally with the solar business who wants to stay up-to-date with the very latest developments in Belgium and the Netherlands, such as electricians, solar installers, manufacturers, construction contractors, installers, design offices, roofers, plumbers, architects, distributors, heating technicians, public authorities and other solar professionals active in consultancy, renewable energy or swimming pools.
Delphine Martens says: “It is important to emphasise that we attach great importance to the exclusive nature of the trade fair. We exclude consumers by applying an extremely careful selection of visitor profiles.”
Big names
InterSolution 2021 is an opportunity to finally meet clients and business relations once more in person, under safe conditions. A survey revealed that there is considerable demand for this. For many exhibitors, the two-day trade fair – with a late night on Wednesday – is the main gateway to the Belgian solar market, used to attract new leads and projects and to maintain existing relationships. “InterSolution is the first solar trade fair on the calendar every year. The beginning of the year is an interesting period for commercial exchanges and for presenting the new range for the coming year”, explains Delphine Martens.
