InterSolution’s COVID-19-safe anniversary edition brings solar sector back together
Numerous premières unveiled at the tenth edition of the trade fair for solar energy at Flanders Expo in Ghent
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On 19 and 20 January, the solar industry was finally back under the spotlight at Flanders Expo in Ghent. On show were converters, storage systems, solar panels, assembly systems and related innovations. InterSolution 2022 promised to be a special edition in every respect, and it certainly was. Not only because it was the solar trade fair’s tenth edition, but also because of these extraordinary times dominated by COVID-19. Nevertheless, the final balance is impressive: more than 2,500 solar professionals (15% of whom came from the Netherlands) enjoyed the many spectacular stands and premières on display by 85 exhibitors from Europe. The fact that the trade fair was able to count on so much interest, even during this uncertain period, proves that the market is still growing substantially. As well as the fact that the trade fair has become a highly valued event for the solar business.
An online meeting cannot replace face-to-face contact, something this trade fair has demonstrated once more. Many visitors and exhibitors were visibly delighted to finally be able to meet each other again – in complete safety – to discover and present innovations, and to develop fruitful partnerships for the new year. 
The first time that happened was in 2009, when the very first InterSolution networking and trade fair was organised, open to anyone professionally involved in the solar industry, such as electricians and solar installers, but also contractors, fitters, roofers, plumbers, architects, etc. That was long before the Flemish solar panel market reached record levels. The market has since evolved significantly and solar energy is high on the agenda worldwide. Today, InterSolution offers a complete 360° range of solar-related applications and for many exhibitors has become an important gateway to the Belgian market and even the Benelux.
“InterSolution is growing alongside the market”, explains the trade fair’s founder, Delphine Martens. “While in the early years the offer was limited to solar panels, nowadays, storage systems and batteries represent an important part of the trade fair. The solar industry will only continue to grow in the future, with ever more new applications and integrations, which means that the trade fair will continue to play an important role in the coming years.”
Trade fair offer
Due to high energy prices and ever-increasing climate challenges, there is now greater public awareness that solar energy makes an important contribution to a more sustainable world. This year, the trade fair saw a great deal of attention devoted to energy storage systems to take the pressure off the electricity grid and decrease dependency on it, as well as to converters as the linchpin in energy management of homes and other buildings. In addition, there were a great many innovations, among others in the field of maintenance, monitoring and assembly systems – from integrated systems to those installed on the roof, from ground-based to floating and from static to solar tracking. In addition to solar power, solar heat is becoming increasingly important in terms of sustainability. Other leading topics included digitisation and automation, from sales to assembly, and charging solutions for electric vehicles. In short, InterSolution revealed a market in motion!
Once again there was an extensive programme of 18 fascinating Master Classes organised by a great many exhibitors. Topics ranged from new home storage systems, installation and assembly tips and BIPV technologies to the capacity rate and PV policy in Flanders.

After the success of this anniversary edition, the trade fair organisation is delighted to confirm next year’s event. InterSolution will take place on Wednesday 25 and Thursday 26 January 2023 at Flanders Expo in Ghent. Most exhibitors have already announced that they will be present.
