The solar market
Solar energy will be one of the main sources of energy in Belgium and the Netherlands in the coming decades. Precisely because of the impact of the health crisis, the realisation is beginning to dawn that solar energy makes a significant contribution to a more sustainable post-COVID world. Below is a selection of the numerous developments you can discover at InterSolution 2022.

The number of large-scale solar roofs and solar farms continues to increase in Flanders and the Netherlands. With this increase, the market for maintenance and monitoring is also growing. New applications continue to emerge for assembly system manufacturers: from integrated systems to those installed on the roof, from ground-based to floating and from static to solar tracking. Energy storage systems will be used increasingly to unburden the electricity grid and become less dependent on the grid. Manufacturers of converters are increasingly adding new functions to solar panels, and are making converters the linchpin in energy management for homes and other buildings. In addition to solar power, solar heat offers an increasingly important potential for greater sustainability in Belgium and the Netherlands. Developing and sharing the relevant knowledge is therefore important.
Once again, InterSolution 2022 gives you a comprehensive overview of innovation in batteries, wiring, fixation systems, control engineering, monitoring, assembly, converters, production equipment, PV modules, regulators, software, trackers, heat pumps, solar boilers, solar cells, solar collectors, solar panels, etc.
Big names
For many exhibitors, the two-day trade fair – with a late night on Wednesday – is the main gateway to the Belgian solar market. Numerous leading players have confirmed their presence, including: SMA, Esdec, Huawei, Kostal, Premium Mounting Technologies, Avasco, Battery Supplies, Sadef, Wattkraft, Growatt, Rexel, Cebeo, Baywa r.e., Krannich Solar, Van der Valk Solar Systems, Xemex, PV Cycle, GPC Europe, SAJ, Carbomat, Schletter, Niko, Eco-Tronic... As early as August 2021, some six months before the start of the trade fair, 75% of the available stand space was already taken.
Anniversary edition
In 2022, the trade fair will be taking place for the tenth time. In 2008, even before the Flemish solar panels market was to rise to record heights, trade fair organiser Delphine Martens took the initiative to set up the very first solar energy trade fair in the Benelux. Meanwhile, the solar market has matured and InterSolution has developed into an established name for anyone involved with the solar business in Belgium and the Netherlands, such as electricians, solar installers, manufacturers, construction contractors, installers, design offices, roofers, plumbers, architects, distributors, heating technicians, public authorities and other solar professionals active in consultancy, renewable energy or swimming pools.
Delphine Martens says: “Over the years, we have built up an excellent relationship with the major players in the Belgian and Dutch solar market. They know that at InterSolution they can count on exceptionally valuable contacts and a careful selection of the visitor profiles.”
Safety has priority
Of course, InterSolution guarantees a professional and safe trade fair, where there is no restriction on the number of visitors, in accordance with the applicable coronavirus measures. The organisation will provide sufficient ventilation and space on the trade fair floor, and important contact points will regularly be disinfected. The rules for catering will be followed.
